5.1. After use, vent the pressure (see section 4.6.) and rinse out with clean water.

5.2. If the fan nozzle becomes blocked, remove and rinse out with water. DO NOT use a metal object to clear.
5.3. Apply a little light oil to the pump stem periodically.

5.4. Clean the sprayer with a damp cloth: DO NOT use abrasive or solvent cleaners.

5.5. When not in use, store in a cool, dry, childproof location.
