4. INSTALLATION
 �   WARNING!	Mount	floodlight	on	a	flat	and	solid	wall	such	as	breeze	block	that	is	strong	enough	to	securely	hold	the	unit	when	fully		

	 extended.	

4.1. 		 Secure	solid	to	structures	using	an	M6	plastic	expansion	wall	plug	and	screw	(fig.2).
4.2. 		 To	access	the	enclosure,	first	detach	the	cover	by	unscrewing	the	two	fasteners	positioned	on	the	enclosure’s	side.	Then,	slide	the		

	 cover	upward	along	the	flexible	tube	until	the	back-plate	assembly	is	fully	exposed	(fig.3).

4.3.	 		 The	recommended	mounting	height	for	the	unit	is	between	1.22m	and	1.5240m		from	the	floor,	measured	from	the	bottom	of	the		 	
	 enclosure.	Using	the	two	key-hole	slots	in	the	back-plate	assembly	as	a	template,	drill	appropriately	sized	holes	for	the	fasteners	or		
	 wall	anchors.	Secure	the	back-plate	in	place	using	M4	screws.	Position	the	unit	as	close	to	the	door	track	as	possible,	ensuring	it	does		
	 not	interfere	with	any	moving	parts	of	the	door	(fig.4).

4.4. 		 Once	the	unit	is	securely	mounted	to	the	wall,	lower	the	cover	into	place	and	reattach	the	two	side	fasteners	(fig.5).
4.5.	 		 Connect	the	unit	to	an	electrical	outlet	that	meets	the	specifications	listed	on	the	product	label	(fig.6).

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1.   Clean	the	casing	externally	(not the glass)	with	a	moist	cloth.

5.2.  If necessary, clean the glass with alcohol and a soft cloth.
